	Government and Public Affairs 
	True North update
· The legislative session has just started; discussions centered on lack of awareness regarding key CSB-related legislation among influential legislators
· There is skepticism about the overall productivity of this legislative session, with crossover day on March 6.

	· Issues raised about strategy and transparency in how the department has shared legislative information, with concerns that communication has been fragmented and non-collaborative.
· Most legislators remain uninformed about the specifics of the proposed CSB legislation.
· Several CSB leaders have begun outreach to their local representatives, finding them generally unaware of the pending changes.
· Emphasis on the importance of educating legislators about the work of CSBs, with acknowledgment that the department has been more effective in public relations than in substantive engagement.

	Other – GACSB – Vanessa Update
	· The ad hoc committee submitted a comprehensive list of questions to the commissioner but received a brief, non-committal response acknowledging receipt and suggesting misunderstandings exist.
· Commissioner Tanner expressed willingness to engage once the final draft of the legislation is ready, but no substantive answers were provided.
· Frustration voiced over lack of specific information and the perception that CSB input is being intentionally delayed or marginalized.
· Next meeting with the commissioner or his representative is scheduled for January 20, with plans to continue weekly ad hoc committee updates.
